You are receiving this letter because you own a property that is within the Point Washington 

Neighborhood Plan Area or is proposed to be included within the Point Washington Neighborhood 

Plan Area. The Neighborhood Planning Program is described in Chapter 8 of the Walton County Land 

Development Code and this is available online at: https://www.co.walton.fl.us/67/Land-Development-

Code. 

 

Neighborhood Plans are overlay districts to the Official Zoning Map and as such can apply additional 

regulations to designated Neighborhood Plan Areas. Potential changes for the Point Washington 

Neighborhood Plan area may include zoning district changes, changes preventing the further subdivision 

of land, and changes related to allowed use of property. Changes have been proposed to the Point 

Washington Neighborhood Plan Area and Overlay regulations.  

 

The purpose of the letter is to invite you the ballot of interest meeting and to complete the ballot of 

interest survey online. The “ballot of interest” question determines whether the 

neighborhood plan update project continues. Over 20% of the total responses received 

must indicate a “YES” vote for the project to continue towards adoption. Therefore, it is 

critical that you respond.

Next Steps: 

 

• If the Ballot of Interest is successful, a second mail ballot will be prepared with information on 

the draft plan revisions and voting instructions. Please note that Neighborhood Plan revisions 

require approval from at least 66% of the property owners responding. 

 

• If the 66% vote is successful, the Plan would be recommended for approval/not recommended 

for approval by the Walton County Planning Commission at a public hearing. This meeting is 

tentatively planned for May 11, 2023 and will be held in the Freeport Board meeting room 

beginning at 4:00 PM.  

 

• An ordinance for adoption would be presented to the Walton County Board of County 

Commissioners at two separate public hearings. These meetings are tentatively set for May 25, 

2023 and June 22, 2023 and will be held in the South Walton Courthouse Annex board meeting 

room beginning at 9:00 AM. 

 

• If approved at the second public hearing, the Plan would become effective on that date and 

would become part of the Walton County Land Development Code.
