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The Engineering Department, along with the Public Works

Department, has outlined infrastructure capital improvements for the

next five years in the recently adopted Capital Infrastructure Five-Year

Work Plan. This plan will be utilized to seek and obtain grant funds,

when applicable, and assist in project scheduling of capital projects.

An update will be provided to the Board of County Commissioners on

an annual basis as additional needs are identified.
