The Florida Stormwater, Erosion, and
Sedimentation Control Inspector Program

continuing educational course / informational seminar
for interested parties.

The Water Quality Restoration Program is currently
implementing the Florida Stormwater, Erosion, and
Sedimentation Control Inspector (FSESCI)
Qualification Program. The goals of this program are
to better educate installers and inspectors on proper
Best Management Practice (BMP) selection,
installation, layering, and maintenance; and to train
and qualify inspectors to correctly inspect BMPs for
use during and after construction so that impacts
from uncontrolled erosion and sedimentation on the
construction site are minimized.
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COMPLETED CONSTRUCTION
CR 183 South Cross Drain Replacement
Substantial Construction Complete September 2025

This project included the replacement of the existing cross drain on CR 183 South at Spears Branch.
The existing corrugated arch pipes were demolished, removed and replaced with two 10’x8’ pre-cast
concrete box culverts. Paved shoulders were widened to improve safety by increasing lateral offsets
to guardrails. County Engineering is provided in-house construction, engineering and inspection
(CEI)  services for this project.

South Walton Dog Park Improvements
PH I Complete September 2025

The Walton County Board of Commissioners
recently allocated funding to renovate the South
Walton Dog Park located off of JD Miller Road in
Santa Rosa Beach. The Walton County
Engineering Department developed plans that
incorporate aesthetic improvements to the park
along with improved drainage and the addition
of a restroom. The park will include separate
pens for large and small dogs and amenities will
include park benches, cooling stations, and
agility equipment. Phase I of the park
improvements is complete and open to the
public. Phase II which will include the installation
of a prefabricated restroom, is currently in
permitting. 

Walton Sports Complex - Outdoor Fitness Park
Complete September 2025
Construction of the Outdoor Fitness Park located at the Walton Sports Complex is nearing completion. The
improvements include a covered recreational area with various fitness equipment and poured in place rubber
surfacing. This project is funded by recreational plat fees.

Plans Complete, September 2025

The proposed improvements were
designed in accordance with the ‘Old
Town of Santa Rosa’ master 
stormwater plan completed by Walton
County in 2022. The intent of the project is
for the existing dirt road to be paved from
Churchill Bayou Road to the
Choctawhatchee Bay and provide access
to a boat launch facility and park to be
constructed by the South Walton TDC in
the future.

COMPLETED DESIGN PROJECTS

Hewett Bayou Connector
Plans Complete, September 2025

The Hewett Bayou Connector Road project is proposed as a new construction roadway that will connect East
Lamb/Goldsby Road with East Hewett Road. The proposed two lane 24' foot wide roadway with one
accompanying 6' wide attached sidewalk will have a total length of 1.0 miles. The project will include the
construction of a 325' concrete bridge over Hewett Bayou.
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UNDER CONSTRUCTION

Eagle Springs Golf Course PH I Maintenance Building

Site improvements consist of construction of a new +/- 9,600 SF pre-engineered metal building
(PEMB), associated utilities, lift station and parking for use by maintenance staff and storage of golf
course maintenance equipment. Additional improvements consist of constructing a paved roadway
extending from Live Oak Road (east of maintenance building) over to the proposed maintenance
building and associated stormwater management facility (SWMF).

Installation of a new mast arm traffic signal at the intersection of US
Hwy 98 and Moll Drive/Church Street and installation of signalized
crosswalks in all directions with ADA compliant curb ramps for
access to existing sidewalks.

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UNDER CONSTRUCTION
South Walton Multi Use Trails - Mack Bayou Road Pedestrian
Improvements PH I

This project consists of the resurfacing of Mack Bayou Road from US Hwy 98 to
Harborview Road. Scope of work includes an improved pedestrian path with cycle
lane separators for enhanced pedestrian safety. High-emphasis pavement
markings and push-button RRFB cross-walk beacons will be incorporated to
enhance driver awareness at midblock pedestrian crossings. A future construction
phase is currently under design which will continue the resurfacing and pedestrian
improvements into the Driftwood Estates neighborhood providing pedestrian path
connectivity to the Driftwood Park and existing sidewalks within the
neighborhood. 

CR 393 Drainage Improvements
This project consists of the reconstruction of CR 393 North from US 98 to Chat Holley Road, including
stormwater conveyance upgrades, pedestrian facilities, and water quality improvements.

UNDER CONSTRUCTION
Glendale Fire  Station 

The project includes the construction of a new 8,120-sf pre-fabricated / engineered steel
and wood construction fire station for Walton County Fire Rescue. Project scope includes
mechanical, electrical, plumbing, building construction, and site work. The project site is
located northeast of the intersection of SR-83 and County Highway 2, located in Glendale,
Walton County, Florida. The property is approximately 7.58 acres.
