Prohibited Waste Handling Fee $115.00/hr, 5230.00 minimum

(For Class I/MSW tipped at Class lil or Brush Pile requiring removal/reloading/cleanup; in addition to applicable
disposal rate.)

" Residents of Walton County are exempt from tipping fee

Disclaimer: Rates are subject to change by Walton County. Proof of Walton County residency may be required to receive
any resident exemption. Vehicles displaying business identification (logos/decals/DOT numbers) or delivering on behalf
of others may be treated as commercial unless the driver demonstrates the load qualifies as residential.
Mixed/contaminated or improperly delivered loads may be refused or assessed additional charges, including the
Prohibited Waste Separation Fee. Walton County reserves the right to classify loads and assess all applicable fees.
