Such certification shall state
essentially the following:

I certify that the design plans and specifications for this construction are in compliance with the
criteria established by the Florida Building Code and section 4.02.06 of the Walton County
Land Development Code.

This building and / or structure is designed for Wind Speed Risk Category (please circle)
1 2 3 4 to withstand a wind velocity of (please circle) 130 140 150 160 (unless engineering
interpolation provided or in a V-Zone) and Chapter 16 of the Florida Building Code.

Also, upon completion of this building and / or structure, I will certify at that time the building
and / or structure has complied with this specific building design. This must be on file at the

Walton County Building Department before receiving an inspection for power.

I understand that any change in design or specification must be submitted in writing by me to
the Building Department.

All drawings and / or correspondence shall be signed and sealed.
